identified as the Financial Advisor. The team currently consisted of RBC as
lead underwriter, Citi and Piper Jaffray as co-underwriters, Stradling, Yocca,
Carlson & Rauth as bond counsel, and PFM as pricing consultant. Up to this
point the scope of PFM had been drawn very narrowly and their role had been
largely defined as that of Pricing Consultant. In this capacity, as the District
had sought to issue bonds, they had engaged with the group to provide
guidance and an opinion concerning the acceptability of the terms and
conditions identified by the team of Underwriters. More recently, and to be
consistent with the Government Finance Officers Association (GFOA) best
practices, along with evolving industry-accepted roles and responsibilities
within debt transactions, staff believed that broadening the narrowly defined
scope of our Financial Advisor to that of independent municipal advisor, who
serves in a fiduciary relationship to the issuer, serves the interests of the
District. In this capacity, PFM would be available to prepare any necessary
analysis relative to bond issuance.

Term: October 1, 2016 through December 31, 2023.

Fiscal Impact: $55,000 per issuance to be paid with bond proceeds at the
close of a transaction.
